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Effective 16 February 2004, DANTES will fund CLEP Computer Based Testing at national test centers for eligible military and civilian personnel.

While the test fee is paid up-front by DANTES, examinees must pay the non-refundable registration fee at the time exams are scheduled.  Fees range from $15-$25.
